3rd Annual S&S Tire Charity Challenge Features 41 Non-profits
Area charities to Recruit Blood Donors, Win Cash 
LEXINGTON, KY, April 29, 2010 - - - Forty-one Kentucky charities will recruit blood donors in the hopes of winning cash during the third annual S&S Tire Blood Donor Charity Challenge, which runs May 1-31.
S&S Tire, the title sponsor again this year, will award a total of $15,000 in cash to the top six charities that recruit the most blood donors.
